Advanced Medical Leadership Training

On April 23-30, | attended MTW'’s Advanced Medical Leadership Training in La Ceiba, Honduras. This was an
intense week, but quite resourceful for the work the Lord has called me to in Peru. We spent the majority of the
week in a classroom setting, almost from sun-up to sundown, absorbing a wealth of knowledge from very
experienced medical missionaries. The last two days of the week we held clinics, one in a rural and another in an
urban setting. Once again my eyes were not only opened to the great need of people for even basic preventative
health education and promotion, but their need for hope, for a Savior who cares for them.

One interesting experience, that God-willing will bring change to San Juan Pueblo (the village we held a clinic at)
was taking a look at their water source. As our group was doing a community health survey, we were able to talk
with the “Patronado” (one of the community leaders). He took us to their water source, a well-built system
constructed after Hurricane Mitch in 1998. Although the water appeared clean, this water was contaminated, which
was causing illness in the village. Children and families had intestinal parasites and giardia. It all boiled down to the
water source, and the lack of chlorine to clean it. It was explained to the Patronado, and he even talked with some of
the doctors in the clinic about the water, but the whole picture came together for him when we got to look inside the
microscope at some of the organisms found in the stool samples. He got really excited and motivated to do
something about the water source in the community. Although our team left, the missionaries who are working with
this village will be able to follow-up more and assist this community.

| want to share with you a bit of my heart. It has not been an easy
stretch over these past few months, and | don’t only want to share
what fun and exciting things God has done, but also some of my
struggles. This is some from a recent journal entry of mine after
an emotional evening, and similar to the Psalmist, the Lord gave
me answers as | wrote:

“...I am going through a lot of transitions, most of which | was
excited about, and thrilled to complete, but now as the time is
drawing nearer for me to leave, its almost like | want to slam on
the breaks, and then progress slowly. It became real to me of
how | am leaving what | am familiar with, | am entrusting myself in
the hands of God in a way | never have before. Not only am |
moving, but | am moving to another culture, another continent,
another country, to a city larger than I've ever lived, to speak
another language, be with another group of people, away from
the family I've always lived within a few hours of, and away from
supporting friends. I'm leaving my job, which was a stable source
of income, and entrusting God to supply through His people for
my needs, not that that is a bad thing at all, it's a blessing, it's just
not what | am used to.”

“....My problem is that my focus is on me. It's not about me. It's
about Jesus. The question isn't, “Is it worth it?” the question is, “Is
He worthy?” The answer is YES! In the eternal aspect of things,
I’'m just moving to another address. God is placing me in a place
with more of His children. In ways | cannot comprehend, and
most of which | will never know, He is going to use this weak
vessel to somehow bring Him glory, and perhaps extend His
kingdom. I don't understand. | know HE loves me perfectly. |
know HE treasures me! | know He is the truest friend I'll ever
have, and He is always with me. He moves where | move, or
actually, He is already at the places | move. His love endures
forever. These breakdowns are worth it if it draws me back to
Him!”
