Ministry News

To date, we have not reached 100% of our
needed support to return to Brazil.! When
we are able, our plan is to work toward
beginning the new church plant near the
university in Campinas (see the fall 06
newsletter for more details on the
university work and planned church plant
through Comunidade Presbiteriana
Chacara Primavera).! However, earlier in
April, Lynn and I met with the MTW
Latin America director at our home in
NC.! MTW has decided that we should
not return to Brazil without the support of
a team, therefore we will be coordinating
with MTW on team development.! This
does mean a probable extension of our
time stateside, but MTW believes this is
vital to the long-term success of the
ministry.

We have also been in contact with our
attorneys in Brazil about the status of our
visa case which continues to “languish” in
court. As you may remember, in our final
victory before a federal judge we were to
be given permanent visas so as to remain
(without continued harassment from the
federal police...) and work. The judge
also stipulated that the federal police
could not appeal that decision. However,
the federal police ignored the judge’s
decision and appealed anyway, and thus
our status now, once again, could be in
jeopardy. We do have temporary tourist
visas, but for long-term ministry success,
we really need the permanent visa status.
