It actually went
very well. As the teachers talked over questions relating the theme to school
situations, they had some great insights. It really is useful to know this stuff!
We also had a good time being together. Except for the study sessions, it
was a very relaxed weekend.

Even with the difficulties of adapting
an older apartment building to the needs of a school, it has been very good to have our own place. We have 96 students,
and hopefully will have more next year. We don't have a lot of space for expanding at the moment, since we will need to
strengthen the structure of the building before we can knock down walls or build a third floor. In the meantime, we are
praying about a possibility that has come up of renting a building across the street, which we might eventually buy (after
we finish buying the building we are paying for now, of course!).

In the day-to-day work of the school, there are frustrations and struggles, but also many encouraging moments when we
see the children learning and growing, both academically and in their understanding and love for the Lord.

She still needs
to raise a goodly portion of her support and will need to go to language school for at least a month before starting in
September, so | would appreciate your prayers for her, and of course any help you would be interested in giving. Amanda
is a certified teacher and this year is getting classroom experience in first grade at a Christian school in Georgia.
