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Praise the Lord!
In April’s newsletter I asked you all
to join me in a specific prayer, that
God would provide 50% of my
support by April 15th. I would like to
share with you what God has done
and what I have learned in the
process.

God, in His wisdom, did not see fit
for the entire 50% to come in by April
15th. Yet, He also abundantly
demonstrated that this amount is not
difficult for Him. Sunday, April 10th, I
was in need of $12,432, which
seemed insurmountable to me, in
order to reach the 50% mark. By
April 15th (a mere 5 days later), God
had provided to the extent that I only
needed $3,600 more. By April 21st (6
days beyond the prayer goal), God
had provided $1680 beyond the
50%.

What have I learned? I stand
confident that God does answer
prayer and also that He desires me
to be at this particular May 30th –
June 17th training with my teammate
Becca Bennet (pictured on right).
But further, I think that God showed
me this little miracle to confirm His
promises to me and to show me that
I can trust Him for His power to
overcome in the daily struggles and
battles of the Christian as well.

I think many times I pray such vague
prayers that I do not even realize
when they have been answered!
God (who is in control of all things
perfectly) wants to hear my requests!
Imagine! What a privilege! The God
of the Universe acts on the behalf of
our little, finite requests and He
answers them as is best. May you
be encouraged even as I have been,
for it is your prayers as well that God
has answered.

Lima New City Focus

I have recently shared with you of the Cristo Salvador Diaconal
Ministry that reaches out to the poor and needy children of
Huaycan and now I would like to share a beautiful story that is
unfolding there. Ronal, age 6 and a budding artist, is one of the
8 children of this ministry. Ronal is the only one currently with
physical and mental handicaps which appear to have arisen
from having meningitis when he was a baby and not receiving
proper treatment. He is partially paralyzed and cannot walk but
then he has never had any type of therapy and is expected to
improve in time given proper treatment. Ronal is attending a
special school to help him.

His family lives in Huaycan, an extremely poor area of Lima.
His mother works in the local market all day and has been
caring primarily for him as his father did not want much to do
with him due to his mental and physical problems. Reyna, of
Cristo Salvador Diaconal Ministry, has been able to connect
with his mom and is starting to have more of a relationship with
his father. Recently, through Evangelism Explosion (a
witnessing program that the Lima New City team introduced to
the Huaycan church), both Ronal’s mom and dad accepted
Christ!!!

Please pray for this family to grow in the Lord and also walk with the church. Also for a specific
request…Due to a recent MRI, Ronal is currently in process to receive a new shunt to drain fluid from his
brain. Through a medical mission team from Memphis, TN, God provided enough money to purchase
the needed shunt. However, the decision to proceed rests with Ronal’s mom and dad and there is much
fear and distrust of the unknown here in Lima. Please pray that God would grant Ronal’s mom and dad
peace concerning what would be best for their son.
