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We were doing questionnaires on the streets for EE classes that day, so when Noe showed up, |
briefed him on how to use the questionnaire and we headed out to find someone to share with. We
didn't have to go far because there are always kiosks* close to the church and many times they don't
have any customers. We found an empty one and approached the woman. She consented to answer
our questions and also consented to hear the gospel after we finished the questionnaire.

| happened to notice a man standing about 15 feet away watching us. The man approached and
began to speak to the woman, putting 50 cents on the table. | assumed he wanted to buy some of the
food she was selling. The man looked over at Noe. "What are you doing? Are you talking about God?
Give me that. Let me see." He jerked the questionnaire out of Noe's hand, looked it over, gave a snort
of disgust, rudely folded it in half and shoved it back into Noe's hand along with the food he had just
bought. "Go on, get out of here," he said.

We just kind of stood there, not really knowing what to do. The man moved around to the back side of
the kiosk and stood right next to the woman. He reached down and when his hand came up it had a
glass of water which he proceeded to throw right into Noe's face. We were dumbfounded and didn't
know how to react but we stayed there staring at the man who just walked off. The woman was visibly
disturbed. She said he was her husband and that he was mentally disturbed and usually was in the
hospital.

We finished the presentation with the woman and she accepted Christ that evening. We prayed for her
and for her husband and asked if it would be ok for us to visit her again the next week. She consented
and asked us when the services were at the church so that she could come.

I don't know if you could call water in the face "persecution.” | know that many others have
experienced far worse but | have never in my life seen such physical opposition to the gospel. The
interesting part is that the husband showed up right in time to disturb the presentation at the most
important part, the decision.
